The minutes followed the agenda.

Wendy Baker called the meeting to order at 6:30.  Vickie Harris approved the minutes from last month and Heather Spanbauer seconded.

Treasurer’s Report:

Ralph Conrad has not heard back from the IRS about the audit.  He was at the girls’ meet both days this week-end writing checks.  Statements will be out within a week.   

Ways and Means:

The raffle baskets earned $778 at the girls’ meet.  This doesn’t include pre-sale for the week before the meet.  Also, some raffle baskets will be featured at the boys’ meet and there will be sales for those baskets the week before the boys’ meet as well.

Fundraising has brought in $6,915 in ads (personal gymnast ads and business ages).  Thanks to all who have participated.  Still have room for a few more boys’ ads if anyone wants to purchase one tonight.

We used Corporate Document Solutions and had 450 programs printed.  There are, perhaps, 100 left over.  We spent $1.90 per program – Claudia said that’s a great price.

General discussion of meet:  Some thought seating difficult but facility was very nice.  On “B” side it was hard to hear during awards.  “A” side seemed louder.  Girls might not be able to hear their floor music on “B” side.  Suzann Conrad said awards went quickly on “B” side and were organized – only had to wait 10 minutes after competition.  In general people liked the venue very much.  Parking was fairly full but people could find spots.  Probably will keep this week-end for the girls.  552 gymnasts were at QCG Classic.  Deb Liston said how adorable the level 3s were at that she wants to work with them again as it’s great fun and she hopes others will not steal her much-desired level 3 shifts next year (LOL).

Elaine Iram and Matt Berman were both filming.  Matt has concerns about identification for assembling video we will have at banquet.  It was mentioned that Karmen took photos and knows faces on stills.  But Matt will need help identifying kids to make certain everyone is in the video and will need footage from members as well.  It was pointed out that USAG tags may be needed at certain meets to be able to film out on the floor of a gym.

Winterfest:

Deb Liston said it’s good we have left the sign-up sheets up as it’s helpful.

Suzanne Conrad is the meet director and has been doing a great job preparing:
345 gymnasts are registered as of today.  Down because earlier this year there was a gymnastics’ meet in Cincinnati called Cincinnati Sports Festival and some clubs went to that and so don’t want to come to a second meet in Cincinnati.  Integrity ran the Cincinnati Sports Festival.  Ron Ferris was in charge.  Both Integrity and DeVeaus went there instead (two big teams) and not to our meet.  Still, in general Cincinnati Sports Festival was a small meet.
Dawn Gordon will be in charge of making sure at the boys’ meet that you are on the floor where you should be.

Wendy Baker reported we don’t have a photographer for the boys’ meet yet.  Had one and the photographer canceled.  Wendy is trying to get someone.

Hospitality is going well for the boys’ meet.  Claudia has gotten Pizza Hut to donate 4 pizzas, and Deweys will probably give us gift certificates.  Panera will donate 2 dozen bagels, and Starbucks will donate coffee.  Also, Buffalo Wild Wings will donate $50 and will match another $50 making their donation a total of 200 wings.  Claudia will purchase $50 and pay tax and extras ($60) and then donate $40 to Boosters to pay for an ad and provide the extra wings.  Kathy Miller and Wendy Baker will go shopping for food.  Kroger donated $25 and Wal-Mart $25 for hospitality at the boys’ meet.  If anyone knows of any other restaurant/store that might donate for hospitality, please let Claudia know.
