Treasurer’s Report:
Ralph Conrad reported that the balance of the Booster account stands at $80,500.  Questioned as to why the account is so much lower than last month, Ralph responded that most of the meet expenses for Men’s State Meet had now been paid.  Ralph added that the Boys State Meet was still waiting for the bill from Kids First, but anticipated a profit of around $5,000 for the State Meet.

Ways and Means Report:


Ralph initiated the report on the progress and success of ways and means efforts.  Later, Claudia Reilly provided additional information.  For the purposes of reporting, both progress updates are presented here.


Ralph recapped reported information from last month that the boosters made $403 on the sale of hats, blankets and t-shirts.  Our Kroger gift card program has earned the Boosters an average of over $500 per month, while the Meijer’s Community Reward program has made an average of $37 per month.  Claudia added that Meijer’s has now terminated the Community Rewards Program for all but those who shop using the Meijer Credit Card.  While this program can still benefit QCBC, it has become increasingly difficult for Boosters to help the Club using this earnings vehicle. 

In light of this, Claudia reminded everyone that the new BIGGS program will earn the club 6% from every dollar spent at BIGGS.  Claudia has purchased $3000 of gift cards (60 cards @ $50 each), and has activated them, making them ready to go for Boosters interested in taking advantage of this fund raising opportunity. State Meet Report:

It was brought to the attention of the Booster Executive Committee, that during the Men’s State Meet, that several items were being borrowed from the front desk and this was a nuisance to the Kids First Staff. 
After discussion, it was decided that we would make an effort to formally thank the front desk staff and Jeff Metzger for all the help that he and his staff provide us with every day, establish and maintain a “tool box” that is to be kept in the booster closet for regular and special needs of any QCG booster.  This will be particularly important when a big event is planned by the boosters.  Any specific supply or equipment need should be maintained by the boosters instead of relying on the Kids First front desk supplies and staff.

USAG Men’s J.O. Nationals 2009:  

Kirk TenEyck was introduced as Secretary of the Local Organizing Committee of the Men’s J.O. Nationals 2009 Bid for Cincinnati, Ohio.   Kirk is a booster member and father of a boy gymnast.  He updated us on the current progress of the bid development.  A contract with the Duke Center in downtown Cincinnati has been negotiated, with the criteria of USAG as the backbone of the deliverables.  The Executive Director from the Greater Cincinnati Sports Corporation, Leslie Spencer, has been instrumental in negotiating the Duke contract and the room contracts with neighboring downtown hotels.

Kirk is now in the process of developing the financial models for the bid that must be submitted to the J.O. Nationals Board by May 1, 2007.  He has solicited financial information from previous J.O. Nationals (Houston and Battle Creek) and from USAG.  Anyone interested in seeing these numbers are welcome to meet with Kirk after the meeting or reach him via email, marbank@fuse.net, at any time.  Kirk has developed both pessimistic and optimistic models of the potential earnings from hosting this prestigious meet, and has found that we, as a club, could realistically profit from hosting this event.
After much discussion, a motion was brought from Tracy Montague that stated the QCG Boosters commit volunteer and financial resources necessary to the successful bid and execution for the 2009 Men’s J.O. National Championships whose proceeds would inure to the benefit of the QCG team members, coaches, and boosters.  Kathy Miller seconded the motion and a vote was taken.  The vote was unanimously in support of this motion, with no abstentions.
