Treasurer’s Report:



Ralph presented a comparison sheet of the 2006-2007 fiscal year Budget.  He 



reported that the actual expenses per level were very close to the original budgets.

statements for 2007-2008.  


Ralph is currently waiting for the final 2008 meet schedules from the coaches.  When 
received, he will be able to prepare the estimated budgets for 2008.  He hopes to have 
them ready by the October meeting.

Ways & Means Report:


Claudia Reilly urged everyone to fill out a form (available in hallway to gym under 
Booster Bulletin board and also e-mailed to members) to purchase a Kroger Gift card.  
For $1.00 Claudia will give you a card and place it in your child's folder in an envelope.  
Load the card with as much money as you like at Kroger either at the desk or before 
purchasing your food while in line.  You can keep reloading the card as needed.   
Boosters receives 4% of the proceeds from all cards.  Contact Claudia at 
ClaudiaReilly@zoomtown if you need a form to get a card.  Last year we earned 
$5,478.62 from this fundraiser.

 


Claudia also has $50 gift cards for Bigg's (form available in hallway to gym under 
Booster Bulletin Board and also e-mailed to members).  You may purchase as many 
cards as you want.  Make out a check to QCGB, give it to Claudia, and she will hand you 
the cards or put them in an envelope in your child's folder. (It's probably best to meet 
with Claudia in the snack bar to get these cards.  Claudia can also arrange a time to meet 
you as you drop off or pick up your child outside.) We receive 6% from the purchase of 
these cards.  E-mail ClaudiaReilly@zoomtown with any questions.  After starting this 
fundraiser late last year in April, we have already made $360.

 


Claudia reminded everyone to use the GoodSearch search engine.  Simply type in 
www.goodsearch.com on your computer and Boosters will earn a penny for each web 
search you make.  You can make GoodSearch your homepage or click to add 
GoodSearch to your toolbar.  When asked whom you are raising money for, type in 
Queen 
City Gymnastics Boosters and then click “verify.”  (You only have to do this the 
first time.)  Goodsearch uses Yahoo so the results are great.   


Claudia also announced that GoodSearch has now added GoodShop.  After you click on 
GoodSearch, simply click on "GoodShop" and do your on-line purchases.  You can click 
on E-Bay, The Gap, Lands End, Target, Amazon.com and many, many other 
stores.  When you click on the store, you will see the exact same site as you normally 
would, but GoodSearch/GoodShop will send Boosters a percentage of your purchase.  
This is a great and easy way to earn money for Boosters.  So far with GoodSearch.com 
we have earned around $100. 

 


We earned $178.21 through Meijer last year.  Select Queen City Gymnastics Boosters as 
your club to support when purchasing items at Meijer with either cash, a regular debit 
card, or a Meijer credit card.

 


Boosters will have a bake sale booth at Spooktacular on October 6th from 12-6.  Claudia 
will send out an e-mail for all members to sign up to bake or buy something to donate.  
Last year we made almost $300 with this bake sale.

 


All members are urged to participate in raising money for Boosters by purchasing a 
personal gymnast ad in our meet program and helping to find a business sponsor.  
Information will be sent out on-line and in folders by mid-October about 
advertising/sponsorship for the girls' meet program and the boys' meet program for 
our two hosted meets.  It would 
be great if each person could help find one business to 
take out a hundred dollar ad.  More details will follow.

 

 Queen City Classic Report:


Wendy reported that the Queen City Classic has a new venue this year.  The new 
venue 
is McGee’s Courts 4 Sports in Mason.  Also new this year is the addition of Level 3 
athletes.  The dates of the Queen City Classic are January 11-13, 2008.  Jennifer O’Hara 
is the Meet Director.  Volunteer sheets will probably be posted sometime in December.  
Like last year, both the Queen City Classic and Winterfest volunteer sheets will be 
posted at the same time.

First and preparations are on schedule.

Raffle tickets have traditionally been sold the week before the meet with 
Booster members volunteering to work shifts here at the gym to sell the baskets, and at 
the Girls' Meet.  The proceeds have been around $2,000 and we would love to see the 
raffle continue.  Alison Shevlin asked to learn more about what being the raffle chair 
would require and said she would consider doing this.

 


Marilyn Berman believes her husband will be able to film and edit the girls’ and boys’ 
video for the banquet.  Ernie Allsup will also be able to help by filming and editing the 
level 5 and level 7 boys.  Marilyn will talk more with Matt Berman about this and get 
back to the board about Matt's ability to take on this project as well as the senior video 
of our graduating seniors.
