Meeting Minutes

October 8, 2007

Meeting held in Boot Camp Room of Kids First and called to order by Wendy Baker.

(The meeting followed the agenda outline)

Treasurer’s Report:

   
Ralph Conrad reported that we have $58, 317.29 in net assets.  New statements will come out around Monday (October 15th) with your credit from last year.  That credit will be around $215.  With $25,000 held in reserve as is the policy in the Booster Guidelines,  that means around $33,000 is being divided among the gymnasts from last year, 152 gymnasts.  


New statements for monthly payments will be handled in a different way this year for ease of book-keeping.  Monthly payment will be in even amounts (such as $100, $125, $150, or $175 a month for 6, 7, 8 months if you have a single gymnast).  The final month your bill will not be an even amount, but will be close to the amount you have been paying each month.  (This is because the actual annual bills are not even amounts – girls’ team level 6 is $755.87 for the year, for example.)  Ralph asked if there were any questions about this.  There were none.


Please note the scratch deadline in the treasurer’s report if your child can’t go to a meet or you won’t be able to be reimbursed.  Notify the coach prior to the scratch deadline or you will be charged for the meet.


Ralph explained that he will have the treasurer’s report e-mailed to members after the bills are sent out next week so that all members will be able to see the scratch deadlines, and will be able to see how the reimbursement was determined, and see how fees are assessed for the coming season.  Again Ralph asked if there were questions, and there were none.

Ways and Means Report:

Claudia reported that the bake sale earned $301.90 and was a great success.  Thanks to all who baked and bought items for the sale.  Thanks especially to Wendy Baker and her daughter Kadence, Allison Shevlin and her son Dalton, and Cathy Miller for their assistance in selling, and Sherry Stulz for offering us this opportunity.  It was asked if we met our financial goal with the sale and Claudia said she had hoped to earn more money than we did last year, which we did, so the goal was met.


The Kroger community rewards program continues to do extremely well.  Claudia urged members to purchase a Kroger gift card from her for $1.  Forms are in the hallway under the Booster bulletin board.  Simply load the card with any amount of money before having the cashier ring you up.  The card may be used over and over, reloading money on it as necessary.


The Bigg’s gift card sale is also doing well.  We earn 6% from the purchase of these $50 cards.  Forms are also available under the Booster bulletin board.  Write a check for $50 (or as many gift cards as you want) to QCGB and Claudia will give you the cards.


With the coming meet season, members are urged to buy personal gymnast ads in the boys’ or girls’ programs sold at our home meets.  The ads are $15 and can be purchased by grandparents, parents, family friends, even family pets!  Claudia will e-mail information about this to members and will also put information in each members’ file by mid-October.


Members are also urged to find business sponsors for our meet.  Sponsors will be given advertising in our two gymnastics’ programs.  If a member works for a company, has a home business, or knows someone who does, please consider becoming a sponsor.  If each member could find a single $100 business sponsor (such as a restaurant you and your family frequent, your child’s orthodontist, your family’s favorite photographer), we would earn $15,000 and that money would then lead to a considerable refund in fees for next year.


Don’t forget to use www.goodsearch.com as your search engine.  It is run by Yahoo.  Each time you type in a search, Boosters will earn a penny.  Additionally, look on the goodsearch page for goodshop.com and click on it when ordering anything from E-Bay, Amazon.com, The Gap, Target, Barnes and Noble, etc..  QCGB will receive a portion of your sale if you order through the goodsearch page.  The logo for each store shown will take you directly to the store’s main page, and the only difference is goodsearch will be given money for Boosters from the store.

Queen City Classic Report:

Wendy Baker reported that the Queen City Classic appears to be running smoothly.  We don’t yet have the volunteers’ list for Queen City Classic but should have it soon.  

Winterfest Report:

Wendy Baker reported that Judi Alvarado will no longer be Meet Director.  Suzanne Conrad is taking over the position.  Because Suzanne had been Meet Coordinator, we need help getting her tasks taken over.  Claudia Reilly will take over the hotels (finding host hotels, etc.).  We need someone to take over organizing Admissions.  Dawn Gordon will be working on the floor at the meet, but she said she would also take over organizing Admissions and finding workers if that’s what Suzy needs. 


After entries arrive (they are due by 12/1/07 for the boys’ meet) we will have an idea of the shifts for volunteer positions.  The boys’ volunteer sheets and the girls’ volunteer sheets will be posted simultaneously, no doubt in late December near the holidays.  If you are out of town, contact someone you know at the gym to sign you up for the shifts you want to work.

2009 Men’s Nationals Report:


Wendy Baker reported that Kirk TenEyck has been in negotiations with USAG over the contract.  The major problem with the contract has been solved, and now the negotiations are quite small.  Judy Alvarado will no longer be Meet Director and a new Meet Director needs to be determined.

New Business:


* Wendy Baker reported that Allison Shevlin will take over the raffle baskets.  The raffle has been a successful fundraiser for Boosters.  Allison will be contacting people in e-mail in a few weeks about donating items for the baskets.

* Wendy Baker reported that Judi Alvarado will no longer be Secretary for Boosters as her son retired from gymnastics.  Claudia Reilly will take over doing the minutes.

* Claudia Reilly mentioned that Matt Berman will be filming and editing the video for the 2008 Banquet with assistance from some parents, including Ernie Allsup (who can film level 5 and level 7 boys) and Elaine Iram (who can film level 6 boys).  More information to come on this.
