The minutes followed the agenda.

Wendy Baker called the meeting to order at 6:30.  Elaine Iram and Sue Botts approved the minutes from last month.

Treasurer’s Report:
As of Nov 30th, 2007, we have $98,222.38 in our account.  We currently get 1% for money market account ($24,000) funds.  It would be a good idea, Ralph said, to move funds into CD at 4% rate.  Ralph will discuss with board but this seems like a wise idea.  Wendy had suggested checking into this at last meeting.
In early November received a letter about an audit for the year 2005.  Ralph had become treasurer in Sept 2006 and received Tammy Runyon’s records.  Ralph met with auditor with info on QuickBooks.  IRS auditor came from Cleveland.  Auditor has assistant in Cincinnati.  Ralph showed print-outs of income and loss.  IRS happy with our documentation, invoices, checks.  No question about our 501C3 status.  Pleased with how we divvy up money to all members.  What they have issue with is 1099 forms or W2 forms for any service provider we pay.  Service providers need a 1099 form.  Specifically, a payment to Bill Ubbes (who videotaped) of $5,000 and to the US Olympian for the girls’ meet who received $6,000.We can ask these providers to acknowledge we paid them and that they reported this payment on their taxes.  If we can’t have this happen we will have to pay around a $5,000 - $10,000 penalty.  We have had accountants to do our 990 and they didn’t mention this.  Anything over $600 given to pay someone is to get a letter.  So now we know this.
Ways and Means:
Claudia Reilly Siegel said sponsorships are coming in as are personal sponsors (don’t forget to wish your son/daughter good luck by getting a personal sponsor ad for $15 to appear in girls or boys program).  Can still submit photo of your child for a $75 ¼ page personal gymnast ad with words to be turned in on personal gymnast form.  Deadline is this Friday but can e-mail Claudia for an extension if you need more time.  All members are urged to talk to businesses they frequent about becoming a sponsor.  Forms are available under the Booster bulletin board and you can email Claudia with any questions:  ClaudiaReilly@zoomtown.com  Also, please e-mail Claudia with any suggestions of businesses you think she should contact.  If you’re shy about contacting a business, let Claudia do it for you.  
Biggs:  Please order Biggs’ gift cards.  Each card is worth $50 and QCGB gets 6% back from the purchase.  Forms to order are located under the Booster bulletin board.  If you shop at Biggs, please order these gift cards – it will help lower your Booster fees for next year.
Kroger:  Our Kroger program is going well.  Don’t forget to reload your Kroger card!  If you want a Kroger card, get a form under the Boosters bulletin board in the hallway and fill it out, place it in Jeremy Siegel’s folder (file cabinet in gym) – level 9, boys.  These only cost $1 and you load as much money as you want when you go to Kroger.  Just be sure to load the card BEFORE you begin to pay for your groceries.

Goodsearch.com:  Please use www.goodsearch.com when you do any internet searches.  It’s the same as Yahoo and we get a penny for each web search.  Also, when on goodsearch, click on goodshop.com and earn money for Boosters.  Gap, ebay, Lands End, are just a sample.   PLEASE order any on-line holiday gifts by using goodshop.com!!  We could make a great deal of money, and the “click” takes you to the regular website.  

Raffle:  Allison Shevlin reported we have American Girl doll, POD Shuffle, lots of gift certificates, games, books.  Need toy items.  Allison will send out reminder after Christmas for those who might want to do “regifting” to raffle.  Need boy items especially!

Queen City Classic and Winterfest:

Wendy Baker reported preparation for both meets is going well.  Not sure yet when sign-up sheets will be posted.  It should be soon.  Suzanne Conrad has her sheets.  Will e mail Carol McConnell to see if she has hers.  Each family needs to sign up for 4 shifts.  Can be all at girls or all at boys.  The boys level 7-10 will be out of town during girls’ meet and the girls will be away during Winterfest.  Take note of that and sign up when you will be in town.  

We need a printer for the program.  We will look into various printers, including Corporate Document Solutions, the printer we used in the past.  Patti Frodge knows a printer and will give info to Claudia Reilly.
The Kremer family has donated a printer with a scanner to Boosters and it’s in the Booster closet.  Another one was sold to Claudia Reilly at an incredibly discounted price to be able to create the programs.

Times of sessions:  The boys’ times we know and have printed up for Winterfest.  Girls’ sessions often have 2 groups going at once and are more complicated.  We aren’t sure what the times are yet for each session but should know soon.
Boys’ Nationals 2009 Meet:
We are having the USAG Junior Olympic Boys’ Nationals hosted by QCGB in 2009.  Kirk TenEyck signed the contract with Duke Energy Center and this week will sign hotel contract.  We will get part of the money from hotels.  Next steps are to define major jobs and fill positions for this.  Early January or February to find out more.  
We will need a website designer for the National meet.  Please e mail Kirk or any booster officer if interested.

The Hocking Valley meet for the younger boys is definitely cancelled.  

Pictures for boys’ team will be on Wednesday.  Bring uniform.  Check hand-out for your group’s times. We don’t know when girls’ pictures are scheduled.

Girls’ holiday party no one was sure about as coaches had not yet sent out info so check with coaches about this.
